How and when do I register?

30 minute Writing Skills section

College bound juniors and sophomores.
Why take the PSAT?

1. Practice for the SAT Reasoning Test – The

 PSAT results are unofficial and are not used by the colleges for college admissions purposes.

2. It can be used to plan how to build better skills for the SAT.

3. It familiarizes the student with the format of the

 SAT and reduces text anxiety for the SAT.

4. It allows students to compete for the National Merit Scholarships as juniors.
