Barnstable High School College Application Timeline for Senior Year

Most students will find these guidelines useful in planning their senior year

2011-2012
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· Visit colleges and collect application materials Summer, September, October
· Register for SAT or SAT Subject Tests if required. See your counselor if you

     are not certain. Register in Sept for Oct. 1st Test or in Oct. 7th for Nov. 5th test date.
· Make certain you are scheduled for all courses your need for graduation September
· Get passes from Counselor for visiting college representatives visiting BHS September through December

· Submit Student Profile, Parent Information Sheet, and Permission to Release Transcript, to the school counselor given to students in group meeting second week in September
· If a Student Athlete is planning to apply to Division I or II Schools, register with the NCAA Clearinghouse by going online at www.ncaa.org.  Request transcript to be sent by administrative assistant by the end of September.
· Request Letters of Recommendation from two teachers (provide a stamped envelope addressed to the college admissions offices) by the end of September

· Create a separate file folder for each college to which you are seriously interested in applying. Discard or donate to the high school all college materials you will not be using by the end of October
· Attend All Cape College Day at Barnstable High School -- October 19th.
· Apply for a PIN Number  for both yourself and a parent for applying for financial aid in January: http://www.fafsa.ed.gov/before004.htm 
· Have Senior Meeting with your counselor by the end of October  (Early Decision or Early Action candidates should see their counselor by end of September) 

· Early Action/Decision candidates should plan to send their applications and request high school information be sent by deadlines, usually Nov 1st or Nov 15th. Students planning on applying for financial aid should file the PROFILE Form. Officially have SAT and Subject Test scores sent using the college board website: www.colleboard.com  by the end of November.
· Complete college essays for applications by the end of November.
· Complete and mail college applications (except for Early Action/Early Decision Candidates) around December 1st. 
· Begin to apply for scholarships listed on Bulletins posted on homeroom classroom bulletin boards and school counseling offices starting in November, continuing until June.
· Have parent attend (students invited as well) the BHS Financial Aid Information Night December 5th.
· Request transcript of grades, class rank, counselor recommendation, as applications are being sent.  Two week processing period is expected.
· Midyear grades need to be requested for colleges, if required
· If planning to apply for Financial Aid, use the following websites www.collegeboard.com  for the CSS profile, as required by private colleges as early as September and www.fafsa.ed.gov for all colleges after January 1st. 
· Apply for local scholarships listed in the BHS Scholarship listing; these are also posted on the BHS website.  This is given to seniors mid February

· Respond to any financial aid letters, and other letters of correspondence from colleges

February through June
· Attend After the Acceptance with parent to learn about funding college education --- April 9th.
· Respond to all colleges whether or not you plan to attend. You are not required to commit yourself to any college before this date. (See your counselor for advice if you are hearing from one college in advance of others and do not know what to do.) By May 1(National Notification Day)
· Give thank you letters to teachers who wrote you letters of recommendation; send thank you letters to donors if you receive scholarship awards  September through June
· Request final grades be sent to the college/university you plan to attend by June
· Keep your grades up throughout your senior year!!
