Meeting Minutes October 8, 2008
Intro: A MMEHMCPS PTO/ Budget Meeting was held on October 8, 2008.  Board members present were Cheryl Quast, President; Andrea Wood, Vice President; Cythia Corbett, Treasurer; Jenn Sawyer, Recording Secretary and Leigh McInerney, Corresponding Secretary.  The Teacher Representatives were Mrs. Autrey (K), Mrs. Powers (1st) and  Mrs. Corsino(3rd) and  Mr. Keenan, Principal were also in attendance
September Minutes:  The September 17, 2008 minutes were distributed for all to review.  After motion was made to approve the Minutes, the Minutes were approved and will be posted on the schools website.

Teacher Representative Reports:  Mrs. Autrey reported that they are working on the Community Theme. Their component is the school.  Kindgartners will be interviewing various staff members from the school.  They are also working on a farm and fire safety themes.  Classes are going to make field trips to Coonamessett Farm and the fire station.   Lastly, they are continuing work in phonics as well as graphs and patterns.  Mrs. Powers reported that the 1st graders are working on a friendship component.  They are also have several fire fighter parents visiting for Fire Safety week.  In Math they are working with math sentences and Language Arts is an animal story component. Mrs. Corsino told us that 3rd grade is looking at what makes a community successful as part of the Community Theme.  They are leaning about endangered species and have a field trip to Plimouth Plantation scheduled for 11/24.

Principal’s Report:  Mr. Keenan thanked everyone for a very successful Fall Festival.  He reported that he felt the DESE visit went well – very positive.  Thanks to volunteers that helped with the visit and focus group.  Enrollment begins 11/1.  Incoming Kindergarten students must have paperwork submitted by the end of November.  School orientations are being held the 3rd Thursday of the month.  November 5th will be the open house for families to see the Community theme work that has been done.  Budget – the Superintendent announced a $5 million shortage for next year.  Lots of ideas are being bounced around at this point but nothing solid yet.
Treasurers’ Report: Budget: Reviewed quotes for the laminator.  We were able to get down to $1200 from the previous quote of $1800.  We need to approve $1500 as a max. for the line item and whatever is not used will be put back into the budget.  Motion and 2nd made to approve $1500 line item.  Love and Logic – Joy was able to get a grant to cover expenses.  That program will start 10/14.  All grade levels were able to provide a listing of what was needed and we accounted for that in the budget.  Motion made and 2nd – BUDGET APPROVED. 

 Fundraisers: Innisbrook: This year we had 81% participation in the fundraiser. We have about $29,000 in orders which means the school will make almost $15,000.
Fall Harvest Festival:  We had soggy weather but it was still a great day.  We were up from last year with $1500 sales in product, $481 in clothing and $281 in bake goods.  

Election Day bake sale: Amy Charron is chairing this event. School is closed to students and polls open at 7am.  Alex’s Lemonade Stand will be there.  Volunteers are needed to work and bake.  Possibility of Roots and Shoots participating – TBD.
Volunteer opportunities – Scholastic Book Fair in December, Ice Cream Social, Staff/Teacher appreciation movie night and 4th Grade yearbook also need staffing.
