Liaison), and Ben Cohen (Student Envoy).  Dr. Patricia Grenier and Tom McDonald were not present.
Chairman Murphy called the meeting to order and began by reciting the core values of the Barnstable School System.

Student Envoys
Ben Cohen stated that the A.C.T. (All Come Together) Group visited Hingham High School on May 11th.  Hingham High School has a very strong Peer Leadership Program through the ADL (Anti Defamation League) and No Place for Hate.  The A.C.T. Group would like to bring aspects of the Hingham High School Peer Leadership Program to BHS.
Challenge Day was held at BHS on April 26th and 27th and both days went very well.  The co-founder of Challenge Day, Rich Dutra St. John, was in attendance.  He was very impressed with BHS and the support from administrators and teachers. 

Many of the sports teams at BHS including lacrosse, volley ball, softball, and tennis have made it to tournament.  The Boys’ Volleyball Team is currently 15-0 with three more games to play in the season.  Other upcoming events at BHS include Senior Week, Senior Awards Night, and Senior Activities.  
Recognition of the National Honor Society Students by Mr. Brent Jansen

Mr. Brent Jansen, the National Honor Society Advisor, stated that the NHS candidates for next school year have been chosen.  Eighty students met the criteria to apply.  The current NHS officers, Dan Pipe-Mazo (President), Blake Blaze (Vice-President), and Hilary Burns (Secretary), read the list of next year’s candidates. Public Comment

Stephanie Beals, the BHS Student Council President, thanked the Committee for having open communication with the members of the Student Council this year.  She also invited the Committee to attend the Astronomy Fair on Tuesday, June 8th, from 6:00 to 9:00 PM.
Dan Pipe-Mazo stated that the senior prom will be held on Friday, May 28th at the Sheraton Hotel.  The promenade will be broadcast on Channel 22.  
School Committee Comments and Sub-Committee/Liaison Reports

Ms. Barton announced that the next No Place for Hate meeting will be held on Wednesday, May 26th, at 4:00 PM, at the Hyannis Youth and Community Center.  She invited the students of the A.C.T. Group to attend and share what they learned at Hingham High School.  
Dr. McDonald and Chairman Murphy met with staff at the Barnstable Horace Mann Charter School to discuss student retention.  The discussion was great and it was wonderful to connect on such an important issue.  
Ms. Weber congratulated Ben Cohen and the other students who worked on Challenge Day.  She volunteered as a facilitator on the first day.  It was very well organized and a very powerful experience.  
Chairman Murphy thanked Dr. Grenier for the progress that is being made in three key areas.  Dr. Grenier has been trying to control health care costs by encouraging staff members to choose less expensive plans that benefit them and the district.  The work being done to improve the energy efficiency in the district is ongoing.  Finally, the collaboration with the Cape Cod Collaborative is extremely important and complex.  It will impact our costs related to special education.        

Prior to the School Committee Meeting, the Committee met with the BHS Student Council.  They discussed the flexibility of receiving personal development credits, B2B Channel 22, beautifying the outside grounds of BHS, and more technology and on line learning.
Assistant Superintendent’s Report

Ms. McKay extended congratulations to five members of the junior class who have been named high scorers in the national merit scholarship program for 2011.  These five students scored among the top 50,000 students in the country from a pool of 1.5 million students.  The five students are Ceara Brown, Alisha Fawcett, Peter Henderson, Mary Catherine Maura, and Jamie Neelon.  

There is a new service available through the Athletic Department that will send text messages or email notifications of changes, postponements, or other immediate information pertaining to the athletic schedule.  The service can be accessed by going to the Barnstable Public Schools web site.  
Ms. McKay thanked the Student Council for their efforts in preparing for the new Administration at BHS and gathering input from students about the changes and suggestions they have.
