Dr. Fran McDonald, Tom McDonald, Stephanie Ellis, and Margeaux Weber.  Also present were Dr. Patricia Grenier, Marie McKay, Bill Butler, and Janice Barton (Town Council Liaison).

Mr. Ken Van Corr, World Language Department Head, recognized the BHS students that earned National Latin Exam Awards.  One hundred seventy-eight BHS students took the exam.  
Ms. Adele Golden recognized the BHS students that earned French Awards.  Fifty-two students took the exam.  
Ms. Linda Tetreault recognized the students that will be attending the Advanced Studies and Leadership Program at the Massachusetts Maritime Academy this summer.  Students were chosen for their outstanding MCAS scores, citizenship, leadership skills, and exceeding interest in math and science.  One hundred fifty-eight students will participate in the program this year from various communities.  
Ms. Tetreault also recognized the Community Problem Solving Team for winning first place at the state level and third place at the international competition in Lacrosse, Wisconsin.  She thanked coaches Nancy Aborn and Marianne Farley for their hard work and support.

Chairman Murphy stated that on Thursday, June 17th, the BHS track and field project will be on the Town Council agenda for a final vote.  
Dr. Grenier will give a short presentation and then the meeting will be opened for public comment.

The Curriculum Institute will held on June 24, 25, 28, and 29 at West Villages Elementary School.  Dr. Grenier and Ms. McKay will be joined by seventy teachers to develop English/Language Arts, Math, Science, and Social Studies curriculum. 
The Central Office Administrative Team had the opportunity to meet with the BHS Administrators on June 9th.  It was a great evening.   
Principals have reported that transition events for parents and students have gone very well at the schools.  

On Monday, June 14th, the third annual retirement dinner for staff was held in the BHS Senior Cafe.  It was a wonderful evening. 
There will be an end of the year celebration at the Cape Codder on June 22nd for teachers and staff.  It is a tribute for all of the amazing work that has been accomplished this year.  The school with the highest percentage of staff attending the event will receive a visit from the ice cream truck on Wednesday, June 23rd.
Mr. Lacina, Director of Facilities gave a brief presentation regarding the 500 new photovoltaic (solar panels) that have been attached to the roof of Barnstable High School.  These panels will harness the sun’s energy and convert it to electricity for BHS.

Introduction of Cobb Fund Trustee

The process involved approvals from the Attorney General and the Barnstable Probate Court.  He hopes to have collegial relationship with the School Committee, teachers, and students.

ELL Presentation
Dr. Gina Hurley, Director of Student Services, presented an overview of Barnstable’s English Language Program.  She shared what the District is providing to support both ELL students and their parents.   
Chairman Murphy requested information for the future about how diverse Barnstable’s student population really is in terms of English Language Learners.  This information would assist the School Committee in understanding what resources are put into ELL services and how that number changes over time.

Half Day Calendar Requests
Dr. Grenier requested four half days be added to the 2010-2011 school calendar for staff professional development.  The dates for the half days will be September 21, 2010, October 7, 2010, March 16, 2011, and May 19, 2011.  These days will allow staff to review summer curriculum work, conduct anti-bullying training, meet with their Administration, and meet with other colleagues.  Dr. Grenier recommended that the Committee approve the four early dismissal days for staff professional development. 
Motion by Dr. McDonald, seconded by Ms. Weber, and the Committee voted unanimously to approve the revised school calendar for the 2010-2011 school year with four early dismissal days as presented to the School Committee.

Non-Affiliated Staff Salary 2010-2011
Dr. Grenier recommended that the Committee approve the proposed salary and wage adjustments for non-affiliated staff for fiscal year 2011.  Staff would receive a 1% increase on July 1, 2010 and a 1.5% increase mid-year.  She is not recommending any salary adjustment for herself pending the Committee’s review of her performance and evaluation.
Motion by Dr. McDonald Ms. Weber, seconded by, and the Committee voted unanimously to approve wage and salary adjustments for non-affiliated staff for fiscal year 2011 as presented to the School Committee as recommended by the Superintendent.
